Health Requirements 

Exhibition of livestock in Georgia 
ALL LIVESTOCK MUST HAVE CURRENT HEALTH PAPERS 

• Swine must be apparently healthy 
• Market Hogs over 4 months of age must have a negative Brucellosis test and a negative 

pseudo rabies test within 30 days of the show. 
 

RULES FOR BREEDING GILT SHOW  
1. All breeding swine must have been owned by, in the possession of and under the care of the 

exhibitor as of August 1, 2009. 
2. Entry forms are due by September 15, 2009. 
3. Entry fee is $5.00 per head, No fee for showmanship.  Fee is non-refundable. 
4. To participate, purebred gilts must have a Registration Certificate. 
5. If any class shall have more than 10 entries, that class will be divided equally be age (older 

group and younger group).  In case of odd entry, that entry shall show in the older group. 
6. Exhibitors are limited to six (6) breeding animals. 
7. All exhibitors are expected to show in the Showmanship class. 
8. Breeding swine may be removed from the barn after completion of Market Hog Show.  No 

animals will remain overnight.  Kiwanis will not be responsible if animals are left over-
night. 

9. HEALTH CERTIFICATES ARE REQUIRED . 
10. It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to keep pens clean.  “Clean Pen Award” will be $10 

plus Blue Ribbon. 
11. If fewer than five (5) swine are entered for a breed, they will be placed in Lot 5 “Other 

Breeds”   
12. All entries must be shown by owner unless cleared through Show Committee.  A handi-

capped or disabled exhibitor may have an assistant as long as the assistant is an exhibitor in 
the show. 

13. Classes are open to 4H & FFA members as well as pre-club age participants. 
14. Commercial Gilts will be shown by weight.

• Swine must be apparently healthy. 
• Market Hogs over 4 months of age must have a negative Brucellosis test and a negative pseudo 

rabies test within 30 days of the show. 
 

RULES FOR MARKET HOG SHOW  
1. All market hogs must be owned by, in the posession of and under the care of the exhibitor as of 

August 1, 2009. 
2. Entries are due by September 15, 2009. 
3. Entry Fee is $5.00 per animal.  No fee for Showmanship.  Fee in non-refundable. 
4. There will be only one (1) showmanship and one (1) clean stall award during the swine shows. 
5. Each exhibitor may enter up to three (3) market hogs. 
6. It is suggested that pigs be farrowed on or after April 1, 2009. 
7. Entries that are (a) lighter than 225 lbs., (b) heavire than 275 lbs., c) below U.S. Grade No. 2, 

(d) bruised, (e) cut late, (f) unsound or lame or (g) not of show caliber will be eliminated by the 
sifting committee and penned separately from show animals. 

8. All hogs will be weighed individually upon arrival and inspected by the screening committee. 
9. Classes will be determined by weight ONLY. 
10. HEALTH CERTIFICATES ARE REQUIRED. 
11. Hogs must be eligible for show to enter showmanship. 
12. All market hogs are to be removed from the barn at the completion of the show.  No animals 

will be left over night.  Kiwanis will not be responsible if animals are left in barn. 
13. The decision of the judges will be final. 
14. All entries must be shown by owner unless cleared through Show Committee.  A handicapped 

or disabled exhibitor may have an assistant if needed as long as the assistant is an exhibitor. 
15. Classes are open to 4H and FFA members and pre-club age participants.
